


done exactly like that. And the jury
didn't understand it, and the judge
thinks you're an under-educated fool
working in a job way over your head.

Try it this way:

“On July fifth this year, at about
twenty minutes til seven in the evening,
we saw the defendant hit a parked car,
and then get out of his car. We
approached him and placed him under
arrest and read him his rights.”

5. Answer only the questions you are
asked. | cannot stress this one enough.
Answer only the question you are
asked. Volunteer NOTHING. 1 once
saw Earl Lee, the High Sheriff of
Douglas County, drive a defense lawyer
crazy just by answering EXACTLY the
question he was asked.

I usually prime my clients by asking
them if they have a wristwatch. Nine
out of ten will respond by telling me
what time it is. Had I wanted to know
what time it was, | would have asked
“What time is it?” They ASSUME I'm
asking what time it is when I ask if they
have a watch. ASSUME NOTHING.
Answer ONLY the question you are
asked, and no more.

Here's a tip: repeat the question
out loud when asked. Here's the way
Sheriff Lee did it.

COUNSEL: Sheriff, were you there
when Mr. X was arrested?

SHERIFF: Was I there? Yes, I was.

COUNSEL: Did you hear what Mr, X
said?

SHERIFF: Did | hear what he said?
Yes, I did.

COUNSEL: Could you tell me what he
said?

SHERIFF: Could I tell you what he
said? Yes, I could.

COUNSEL: Well, what did he say? (By
this time the defense attorney is
starting to go a little nuts). After the

sheriff testified to what Mr. X said, he
was asked:

COUNSEL: And, Sheriff, were you
there when the trunk was searched?

SHERIFF: Was I there? Yes, | was.
COUNSEL: And did you see what was seized?

SHERIFF: Did | see what was seized?
Yes | did.

COUNSEL: Could you describe it for me?

SHERIFF: Could I describe it for you?
Yes, I could.

COUNSEL: Will you describe it for
me?

SHERIFF: Will I describe it for you?
Yes, [ will,

COUNSEIl: (Completely frustrated)
Well, what was it?

See what I mean? You don’t have
to be intentionally obtuse, but no one
can fault you for answering only the
question you've been asked. It makes
the attorney mad, makes him lose his
cool in front of the jury, by appearing
to badger you, and he loses his train of
thought. You, on the other hand, have
volunteered NOTHING. Make him ask
it right.

Remember: Keep your cool, be
confident (not cocky) and be a good
witness. It's part of your job. The better
you do your job, the better cop you
are.

Saturday And The Police Officers Bill Of Rights

s I sat down to read the
Wednesday, November
20, 1991 issue of USA

Today, on Sunday November 24, a
letter to the editor suggested that the
real reason that Louisiana got out the
vote for its recent elections was that
the election was held on a Saturday!
What a novel idea. As constituents of
an electoral process that insures
freedom throughout these great states,
we the people should have the polling
places come to us on our day off,
rather than we the people seeking our
right to cast a voice in how our elected
officials manage the affairs of our
government. No, I think that the
people of Louisiana became terribly
concerned over the possible outcome
of who would represent their state and
what that would have ultimately said to
the rest of the nation about how well
the south is managing its affairs when it
comes to race relations, etc. The
people of Louisiana got out the vote
because there was something that had
to be said -- and it had to be said
immediately.

The same philosophy is abundant
in the police community, not only in
Georgia, but throughout the U.S.,
when it comes to being outspoken on
how the elected officials have
responded to the needs of the law
enforcement community, and how they
will respond in the future. You as a
law enforcement official are regarded
by the elected official in your area, first
as a voter, and then as an official
spokesman in the field of law
enforcement. Remarkably enough,
you can combine the two and have a
profound affect on those same officials
that you helped place in office to
represent you. That is exactly the
approach that I have been attempting
to take in these past months as we

approach the 1992 session. Every
time 1 attempt to meet with that
Senator or Representative, | make an
effort to include a member of this lodge
and a constituent of his/her voting
district, so that a message is sent that is
loud and clear. As a citizen, you will
remember how that individual voted
when it came time to represent you
both as a law enforcement official and
as a voter in your community.

With this idea in mind, I have
traveled throughout this state, meeting
with various elected officials, explaining

to them the real need to stand up for
the Police Officer's Bill Of Rights.
Every time, that I plan a meeting or a
luncheon, I make a conscious effort to
include you, the member, in those
conversations. While I may not be
important to that elected official, you
are - - and he/she knows it! They will
not forget the fact that you are a voter
when that legislation comes up for
vote. Now, multiply that ten or twenty
fold and you can see how important a
lodge can be to that elected official.
Multiply that by a thousand or more
and now you have presented a real
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problem for that same . . . . .. elected
official. In other words you, your
lodge, and the state lodge can make a
real difference in the needs that you
desire for your profession. While this
may not come as news to you, it will
serve as a constant reminder to the
politician that the Georgia Fraternal
Order Of Police and its members are
now in the ball game when it comes to
having a say-so in the arena of politics.
Money does not necessarily have to be
the bottom line when it comes to being
recognized, but the power to spread
the word about one's voting record
does have an impact. Beginning last
year, the state F.O.P. began in eamnest
to try to impact the political process in
the state of Georgia. We have our feet
wet and now have begun to move
forward with our continued support of
the proposed Police Officers Bill Of
Rights Legislation. As I have met with
certain elected officials, it has become

apparent that money is playing a
significant part in overcoming the
opposition. That same opposition is
spending a great deal of money in an
attempt to sway the politician's
judgment. The F.O.P.'s opposition to
them must come in the form of the
vote, not only on a state level, but a
local level as well. All of these
opposing organizations' support come
from the grass roots level, and that is
where we will go too. | cannot come
to you and tell you that we have a sure
thing when it comes to an easy passage
for this much-needed legislation, but I
can tell you that we will closely monitor
those who do not support it. Then you
can decide what needs to be done next.

What does all this have to do with
voting on a Saturday? Just this . . .
responsibility for the vote does not
come easy, it must be sought after and
the responsibility for its outcome must

be shared by everyone. Simply seeking
out a better day to express one's self
may only further complacency and the
attitude that the problem will take care
of itself. Don't be the one who is
complacent; get out and demand that
your state elected officials react to your
needs and the needs of those less
fortunate who do not have an
administrative Police Officers' Bill Of
Rights. Demand that they pass these
much-needed bills. In the meantime |
will be calling on some of you to meet
with me and your elected official(s)
between now and during the 1992
session. Beware: that meeting could
fall on any day of the week !!!! ]
